It was nice seeing you in UK and staying with you like a family and enjoying your hospitality, brotherhood and academics as well. At no time we felt homesick. Therefore, words almost fail me to thank you all for the niceties you have extended to us.
Certainly we are benefitted a lot from this experience both academically and socially. 
I have the following suggestions to make. 
1. Now it should be termed as an exchange programme rather than a simple travelling fellowship. India is growing all round surgeons in UK should realize that they can also be benefitted through this exchange programme. Rightly you have initiated your talks with officers of BOA. 
2. The process of fellowship should be initiated 6 months in advance and Fellows should be permitted to scrub. For this formalities should be completed well in advance. The fellows should be selected for two years at one time ie current as well as for the next session like a president elect Is chosen in advance for the coming year.
3. Proper do’s and don’ts should be framed and provided to the fellows in written and made a permanent feature in black and white.
4. The fellowship will be extremely beneficial when BOA gives its proper recognition through its statues. The fellows must participate in morning teaching sessions of particular hospital. In fact their topics of presentation should also be decided in advance and known to surgeons and administrators of the concerned hospital.
5. Give vauchers to fellows and their DA should be decided in Black and white. The burden of personal attention, hospitality and attention by IOSUK members should be reduced. The fellowship programme should not disturb the personal life and routine of the IOSUK members.
6. Divide the programme in three categories. A; Trauma; B: arthoplasty; C; General Orthopaedics. Let a fellow choose his speciality and he be allowed to travel for two stations one week each. Too much of travelling should be avoided.

In the end I thank you very much once again and apologize for the inconvenience caused to many of you during this period of two weeks. I was busy for the national board of Examination and a midterm symposium for this delayed response. The delay in placing my gratitude is sincerely regretted and I apologize for the same
